AG Camacho and our Consumer Protection Litigation Team took action against several drug

manufacturers, distributors and marketers to hold them accountable for their role in fueling the opioid

addiction epidemic. As a result, Guam is expected to receive a total of $12 million in payments through

2038. Guam received its first funds following a settlement that was reached, bringing in $231,293.00.

Collections by Agency for FY19-21 

In a historic lawsuit and settlement for Guam, AG Camacho sued Samsung E&C America and KEPCO Mangilao Solar for

damaging the land, water and ocean around Sasayan Valley, commonly known as the Marbo Cave area. In 2022, a $525,000

settlement was reached and included a detailed and extensive cleanup process. 

Sasayan Valley Settlement

Guam's litigation team won before the Supreme Court of the United States (SCOTUS), which hears less than

1% of cases they review each term, in its ongoing fight to hold the United States military responsible for its

part in creating and using Ordot Dump to dispose of toxic waste.  

As we continue on with our Comprehensive Environmental Response, Compensation and Liability Act

(CERCLA) case against the US military, we invite the public to share stories and photos they may have that

shows the military dumping at Ordot.
