Our officeis
accountable for all local laws pertaining to the Veterans of the
Armed Forces of the United States. Our serviceisfor the current
and former members of the United States Armed forces and/or
their families. Our agency is responsible for every Guam V eteran
and their dependents. We prepare claims for health care services
and benefit programs. We also process all qualified Veterans and
their dependents in preparation for interment at the Guam V eter-
ans Cemetery. We carry out our duties through two main sections:
Benefits Section and Cemetery & Burial Sections.

ADMINISTRATIVE DIVISION

Responsible for the daily
administrative operations of
the office to include personnel,
budget and serve as the
support staff for the agency.

BENEFITS DIVISION

Accredited to prepare, present,
prosecute claims before Veterans
Benefits Administration (VBA) or the
Board of Veterans’ Appeals. All claims
processed must be submitted to the
Department of Veterans Affairs —
Honolulu, Hawaii for adjudication.

CEMETERY & BURIAL DIVISION

Responsible for coordinating with the
respective branches of the military for
burial and interment of qualifying
Veterans and their dependents. This
division is responsible for ordering
head stones and head markers as well
as updating the directory of all burials
at the Guam Veteran Cemetery.
