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The Guam Legislature is the lawmaking body of our government 
and sets policy for Guam. Fifteen senators are elected at-large by 
island voters and serve two-year terms.

Senators hold hearings, which give members of the public the 
opportunity to provide input on bills and resolutions introduced 
that address various community issues. Senators also host 
roundtable discussions, conduct oversight hearings, and 
participate in legislative sessions.
